RULES
OF

THE BURMA RESEARCH SOCIETY

: FEmO—i=
The name of the Society shall be the Burma Research
Society.
The objects of the Society shall be to promote cultural
and scientific studies in Burma with special reference
to their bearing on Burma and the neighbouring
countries.

The Society shall: —

(a) Convene meetings at which lectures may be given
or discussions held;

(b) Publish marterial relating to the objects of the
Society, including a Journal which shall form
a public record of the proceedings of the Society;

(¢} Maintain a Library;

(d) Maintain a Text Publication Fund, under the mana-
gement of a Text Publication sub-committee for

publishing material in the various languages of
Burma that is not otherwise readily accessible;

(¢) Undertake such other activities as are consistent
with the objects of the Society.

Management

The direction of the policy of the Society and ulti-
mate authority over its affairs shall rest with the
Society as' a whole convened in a General Meeting.
The Administration of its affairs shall be entrusted to
a General Committee. The ordinary business of the
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Society shall be transacted by an Executive Committee
and a Managing Sub-committee of the Executive
Committee.

Membership

The Members shall comprise:—
(a) Ordinary Members;

(b) Student Members;

(¢) Library Members;

(d) Corresponding Members;
() Honorary Members.

All persons interested in the objects of the Society are
eligible for Ordinary Membership.

All persons studying at an approved institution who
have not yet taken their degree are eligible for Student
Membership. :

Libraries, Institutions, Societies and Companies are
eligible for Library Membership.

Applications for election as an Ordinary Member, Stu-
dent Member or Library Member shall be addressed in
writing to the Honorary Secretary who will lay the
application before the Managing Sub-committee. On
rcceiving a majority of votes at a meeting of the Manag-
ing Sub-committee and on payment of the first annual
subscription, the applicant will be admitted as a
Member. 5

Proposals for the election of Corresponding and
Honorary Members shall be made in writing to the
Honorary Secretary who shall lay them before the
Managing Sub-committee. If the proposal be approved
it shall be circulated to all members of the General
Committee and if supported by a two-thirds majority of
the votes recorded, it shall be adopted.

The privileges of the various classes of Members are as
follows:

Ordinary Members are entitled to attend meetings,
take part in discussions and vote on resolutions; to
use the Library, and to receive free of charge the
Journal and also such other publications of the
Society as the Executive Committee may from time
to time direct.
Student Members shall be entitled to attend
Ordinary Meetings but not to take part in the
discussions or to vote; they shall be entitled to use
the Library and to receive the Journal on such
terms as the Executive Committee may from time
to time prescribe, .
Library Members, Corresponding Members and
Honorary Members shall be entitled to receive the
Journal free of charge.
All members, other than Corresponding and
Honorary Members shall pay an annual sub-
scription, or may compound for the annual
subscription by a single payment as provided
below. _
The amount of the annual subscription and the
terms on which.it may be compounded shall be
fixed from time to time in a General Meeting.
All subscriptions shall be payable in advance on or
before the Ist January in each year.
If the subscription of a member be overdue for a
period of six months, his privileges as a member
shall lapse, and the Executive Committee shall be
entitled after due notice to remove his name from
the list of members.
Until otherwise decided by a General Meeting the
rate of annual subscription shall be: |

For Ordinary Members and

For Student Members & K. 5
Ordinary members may compound for future
annual subscriptions by a single payment of
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fifteen times the annual subscription, whereupon
they shall become Life Members. Library Members
may compound for their subscriptions for a period
of fifteen years by a single payment of fifteen times
~ the annual subscriptions.
(g) The Executive Committee shall have power to
reduce or remit the subscription in special cases.

The Ceneral Committee

(a) The General Committee shall consist of the Officers
of the Society and the Executive Committee,
together with not more than fifteen other Ordinary
Members of the Society.

(b) The members of the Gensral Committee shall be
elected annually at the Annual General Meeting
after the election of officers for the ensuing year.

(¢) The General Committes shall have the power to fill
casual vacancies by co-option. '

The General Committee shall :—

(a) Subject to confirmation by the next General
Meeting, make such byelaws and regulations for
the conduct of the Society’s affairs as from time to
time it may deem expedient;

(b) Decide questions of policy ; and

(c) Transact such other business of the Society as is not
delegated to any other authority.

Members of the Gzneral Committee shall receive the
Agenda and Minutes of the proceedings of the Executive
Committee and may attend, take part in and vote at
meetings of the Executive Committee, but the procedings
of the General Committee shall ordinarily be conducted
by correspondence.

Members of the General Committee may require that
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any matter dealt with in the Minutes of the Executive
Committee shall be submitted for further consideration
by the General Committee.

Matter for decision by the General Committee shall be
referred to the members in writing by the Honorary
Secretary. Opinons on any matter so referred shall be
communicated in writing and if not received within one
month from the date of reference may be ignored.
No proposal before the General Committee shall be
adopted unless it obtains a two-thirds majority of the
votes recorded.

The Executive Committee

(a) The Executive Committee shall consist of the
officers of the Society and not more than fifteen
ordinary members of the Society, who shall be resi-
dent in or near Rangon or otherwise capable of
regular attendance at the meetings.

(b) The members of the Executive Committee shall be
elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.

(c) Vacancies may be filled by co-option from among
the members; of the Society.

The Executive Committee shall hold meetings for the
consideration of the accounts and transaction of other
business four times a year in March, June, September
and December.

The Honorary Secretary may, with the approval of the
President, convene additional meetings and, on the joint
request in writting of not less than five members of the
Committee, shall convene a meeting to consider the
matters dealt with in their request.

At any meeting of the Executive Committe five members
shall constitute a quorum. If within half an hour from
the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is not
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present, the meeting shall stand adjourned, and due
notice shall be given to members of the time and placz
of the adjourned meeting. If at such adjourned meeting
a gquorum is not present the members who are present
may transact the business for which the meeting was
called.

if a membear is absent without psrmission from taree
consecutive mestings, the Executive Committee may
deem him to have resigned from the Committee.

The Executive Committee shall:—

(a) Conduct the ordiairy businsss of the Socisty, and
manage its finances;

(b) Appoint the non-office-bearing members of the
Managing Sub-committee, of the Text Publication
Sub-committee, and of such other sub-ccmmittee as
it may deem expedient and shall prescribe their
functions, so far as is consistent with these Rules;

(c) Forward to all membesrs of the General Committee
copies of the Agenda and Minutes of its Meetings;

(d) Except so far as otherwise provided in Rule 10 (d),
report through the General Committee to a General
Meeting, the name of any members whose member-
ship it deems no longer desirable;

(e) Draft and submit for decision by the General Com-
mittee such ameandments to the Rules, Byelaws and
other regulations it may deem expedient;

(f) Prepare for submission to the general Committee
and distribution to all members of the Society
before the Annual General Meeting, an Annual
Report on the affairs of the Society and an audited
Statement of Accounts together with a list of the
members whom it wishes to nominate as members
of the General and Executive Committees and as
Officers of the Society for the ensuing year;
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(g) Ensure that the Officer and members of the
Society duly comply with all Rules, byelaws and
regulations for the conduct of its affairs, and 1n
general take all such measures as are requisite for
the good conduct of the affair of the Society.

Managing Sub—Committee

The Managing Sub-committee shall consist of the
Officers of the Society and three other members of the
Executive Committee.

The Managing Sub-committee shall hold meetings once
a month, on the first Monday of the month or other wise
as may be appointed by the Executive Committee.

At any meeting of the Managing Sub-committee four
members shall constitute a quorum. If a quorum cannot
be obtained on the date fixed for the meeting the mem-
bers present shall arrange for a subsequent date to be
fixed, due notice of which shall be given to the absent

members.

The Managing Sub-committee shall

(a) arrange for the holding of meetings of the Society,
the- delivery:icof :lecturses, the publication of the
Journal and other papers;

(b) pay all outstanding bills incurred in connection
with the ordinary course of the business of the
Society, or on a special business within limits
sanctioned by the Executive Committee;

(c) pass order on pending applications for admission as
Ordinary Members, Student Members and Library
Members;

(d) examine and record monthly statements of member-
ship and accounts;

(e) advise the Officers of the Society on matters of

« procedure;
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(f) report on or decide any matter referred to it for
report or decision by the Executive Committee;

(g) submit to the Executive Committee a copy of the
Minutes of its proceedings;

(h) take action on all such other measures of current
businessas may be requisite for the good conduct of
the ordinary business of the Society.

Ofhcers

(a) The Officers of the Society shall comprise:—
The President,
Three Vice-Presidents,
The Honorary Secretary,
The Honorary Assistant Secretary,
The Honorary Editor,
Two or more Associate Editors,
The Business Editor,
The Chairman of the Text Publication Sub-
committee,
The Honorary Librarian,
The Honorary Treasurer,

(b) Anytwo or more of these offices may be held by one
person.

The Officers shall be elected in the Annual General
Meeting after consideration of the Annual Report and
Statement of Accounts for the preceding year, and the
outgoing Officers shall be eligible for re-election;
Provied that the same person shall not hold the office
of President continuously for more than three years in
succession.

Casual vacancies in any office may be filled by the
Executive Committee, subject to confirmation by the
General Committee.
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The Annpnual General Meeting shall also appoint an
Auditor paid or unpaid. In the event of the Auditor so
appointed being unable to act, the appointment of an
Auditor, shall be made by the Executive Committee,
subject to confirmation by the General Committee.

(a) The President shall be responsible to the Executive
Committee for ensuring due compliance with the
Rules of the Society with regard to the holding
of meetings, the publication of the Journal, the
maintenance of accounts and the due conduct of the
ordinary business of the Society.

(b) The Chairman of the Text Publication Sub-com-
mittee shall be the General Editor of all Texts
published by the Sub-committee, shall submit to the
Executive Committee a copy of the minutes of the
proceedings of the Sub-committee, and an annual
report containing a statement of accounts.

(c) The Honorary Librarian shall be resp'onsible for the
maintenance of the Library and shall submit to the
Managing Sub-committee a monthly statement of
accessions and losses. :

(d) The Honorarv Treasurer shall submit to the
Managing Sub-committee a monthly statement of
accounts. _

The Honorary Secretary shall hold a permanent advance

of K. 100 to meet contingent expenditure.

The Honorary Treasurer shall operate the account of
the Society with an approved bank.
Meetings

Reasonable notice of all meetings of the Society or of any
Committee shall be given to the members concerned.
Such notice shall contain the Agenda of the meeting and
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without the permission of the Chairman no matter may
be raised for discussion wunless it is relevant to the
Agenda.
At all meetings of the Society or any Committee the pro— ,
ceedings shall ordinarily be conducted in Burmese or
English.

The following matters shall require approval of a

majority of votes of the members present or voting by

proxy at a General Meeting of the Society;
(a) Amendment of the Rules of the Society;

(b) Election of the Officers of the Society and of the
Members of the General and Executive Commiitee;

(¢) The expulsion of members otherwise than under
Rule 10 (d).

An Annual General Meeting of the Society shall be held
as early as possible each year to read and pass the
Annual Report and Statement of Accounts and to elect
Officers of the Society and the members of the General
and Executive Committees, and to transact such other
business as may be required

The President may at any time and, on the joint request
in writing of not less than seven members, shall
convene a Special General Meeting for the d;sposal of
such matters as only a General Meeting can decide.

So far as may be consistent with Rule 32, no matter
shall be placed before a General Meeting unless it has
previously been considered by the Executive Committee
and a report thereon submitted to the General Com-
mittee. ,

At all General Meetings not less than fifteen members
shall be present to constitute a quorum. If within half
an hour of the time fixed for the meeting. less than
fifteen members are present the meeting shall be
adjourned to the same day in the next week at the same
time and place, and at such adjourned Meeting the
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members present, even if less than fifteen, may dispose
of the business for which the meeting was called.

In any General Meeting member unable to attend may
vote by proxy on any particular item in the Agenda and
in such cases the name of the member giving the proxy
shall be recorded, together with that of the member
who acts on his behalf.

Meetings dealing only with matters which need not be
placed before a General Meeting shall be called Ordi-
nary Meetings.

An Ordinary Meeting for the giving of lectures and
holding of discussions shall be held once a quarter and
also at other times as may be appointed by the Managing
Sub-committee.

At Ordinary Meetings visitors may be admitted on
introduction by a Member, and any Ordinary Meeting
may be thrown open to the public by order of the
Managing Sub-committee, but no one except a member
of the Society may vote or, without permission from the
Chairman, take any other part in the proceedings.

Publications

The Editor shall be charged with editing and producing
the Journal and with the preparation and publication of
papers for publcation in the Journal or otherwise as
may be deemed expedient, and the Managing Sub-com-
mittee may appoint a member to assist him as Business
Editor.

Papers and communications for publication in the
Journal or otherwise shall ordinarily be in Burmese, or
in some language current in the Union of Burma or in
English. Articles in theé Journal in Burmese or other
local language shall ordinarily be accompanied with an
abstract in English, and articles in English or any other
foreign language shall be accompamed by an abstract in
Burmese.
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Ten copies of all papers published by the Society shall
be placed at the disposal of the author, who shall also
be entitled to uise any original material elsewhere on
acknowledging the original publication by the Society.

The Executive Committee shall frame rules for the
conduct of the Text Publication Sub-committee and
other Sub-committees as may from time to time be
constituted. '

The Honorary Treasurer, in consultation with the
Editor, shall maintain a separate head of account for all
expenditure and receipts connected with such publica-
tions of the Society as are not entrusted to the Text
Publication Sub-committee or other Sub-committees.

Amendments

Recommendation for amendment of these Rules shall be
submitted in writing to the Honorary Secretary to be
laid before the Executive Committee for considertion.
